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Here are the KCM’s objectives:
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» To help the farmers who do not want to be the slaves of the fertilizer traders,
those who understand the nefarious effects of scientific fertilizers and who

know the values of natural agriculture, which brings about good health,

freedom from diseases and ilIness due to the use of chemicals and pesticides.
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> In order to help them, we must have a market that is
fair to their efforts, hence KCM, which in essence is a
farmers’ market.
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» In our capacity as the middleman who is not driven by profits
from the exploitation of the producers and who guarantees for
our clients that the money they spend to purchase goods from
us really is worth its face value.
